If the audit is scheduled after practice/qualifying or 
race, the scrutineers will issue a sticker allowing 

you to compete, based on your declaration.

Prepares Audit Plan based on entry information provided by Event 
Organiser and records on form TSP 04 Scrutiny Audit Plan.

This enables Chief Scrutineer to manage workload at the event.

Enter’s vehicle as per entry form stating scrutiny history showing the 
vehicle has not been audited and signs TSP03 Scrutineering Event 
Form declaration stating the vehicle complies with all regulations.

At Documentation the vehicle will be allocated a 
time to have an audit by the scrutineers.

If this is after practice/qualifying or race, the scrutineers will issue 
a sticker allowing it to compete based on the declaration.
